DENTAL REQUIREMENT FOR CURRENT 9TH GRADE STUDENTS 
Dental Exams due May 15, 2024 

 
 
The State of Illinois requires dental exams for all 9th grade students.  Students currently in 9th 
grade are required to have a completed dental exam or waiver on file by May 15, 2024. 
 

• School dental exams must have been completed after November 15, 2022. 
• The IDPH dental exam form must be used.  
• Exams must be performed by licensed dentists. 
• Dental waivers are allowed if: 

Student is enrolled in free and reduced lunch program and does not have dental 
insurance. 
Student is enrolled in free and reduced lunch program and is ineligible for public 
insurance (Medicaid/All Kids). 
Student is enrolled in Medicaid/All Kids, but the family is unable to find a dentist or 
dental clinic in the community who will accept Medicaid/All Kids. 
Student does not have any type of dental insurance and there is no low-cost dental 
clinics in the community that will see the child. 

• Religious exemption is allowed if religious exemption form is completed. 
• Dental appointment cards are accepted as long as the appointment is scheduled within 

60 days of May 15. Completed dental exams must be turned in by the beginning of the 
following school year.
