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From the Nurse:

2022-2023 Immunization Requirement For
Twelfth Grade

*This information and a copy of students’ immunization records will be
included in the registration information which will be sent home with
11th grade students in January.

All students entering the 12th grade shall show proof of having re-
ceived two doses of the meningitis vaccine prior to entering the 12th
grade. The first dose shall have been received on or after the 11th
birthday, and the second dose shall have been administered on or
after the 16th birthday, and at least eight weeks after the first dose. If
the first dose is administered when the child is 16 years of age or older,
only one dose is required.

STUDENTS NOT IN COMPLIANCE WITH IMMUNIZATION
REQUIREMENTS WILL BE EXCLUDED FROM SCHOOL
ACCORDING TO SCHOOL CODE AND DISTRICT POLICY. Please
provide verification of vaccines by the first day of school. Students not
in compliance by October 15, 2022 will be excluded until requirements
are met.

***NOTE: This must be the Meningococcal vaccine (Menactra
or Menveo). The Meningitis B Vaccine otherwise known as
Trumenba or Bexsero does not meet this requirement. Some
pharmacies such as Walgreens have administered the
Meningitis B vaccine instead of the Meningococcal Vaccine.

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SCHOOL DENTAL EXAM REQUIREMENT
AND CLINIC

lllinois law (Child Health Examination Code, 77 Ill. Adm. Code 665) re-
quires that all children in ninth grade show proof of having a cur-
rent dental exam completed by a dentist within the last 18 months.
Exams must be dated after Nov. 15 of 2020. The deadline for com-
pletion is May 15, 2022.

Mercer County Health Department, in cooperation with Eagle View Den-
tal Clinic, will be offering dental exams for students at Sherrard Jr. Sr.
High School on Thursday May 19, 2022 during the school day. These
exams will meet the above state requirement for 9th grade students this
school year and also for the 22-23 school year. Only students with
completed parental permission forms will be seen.

Permission forms will be available on the district website www.sherrard.
us. Click on Departments, then Health Services, Health Forms, and
Mobile Dental Clinic Permission form.

Exams, fluoride and sealants will be available. Exams will be completed
by a licensed dentist. Cleanings are not available at this time and cavi-
ties will not be filled. Referrals may be made if there is evidence of cavi-
ties.

All payments including cash, check, dental insurance or a medical card
cover the cost of services.

The clinic is open to all Jr. and Sr. High Students.
Please contact the school nurse, Mrs. Boucher for any questions or if

you need permission forms. Completed forms must be turned into the
nurse by May 12th.
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Ninth Grade Health Requirements for School
Year 22-23

+All ninth grade students are required to have an updated school
physical.

«State law requires lllinois Department of Public Health form to be used.
*Physical forms are available at the school and on the school district

web site www.sherrard.us, go to Departments and select Health
Services, Health Forms and Student Physical Form.

*Physicals must be completed and signed by a physician licensed to
practice medicine, a physician’s assistant, or an advanced practice
nurse. Chiropractors MAY NOT perform school or sports physicals.

* Parents or guardians are required by state law to complete and sign
the health history portion on the back of the physical form.

*Sports physicals will not fulfill this requirement. The ninth-grade
physical may be used for a sport physical for 395 days from the date of
the exam. Students who receive freshman physicals March 1, 2022 will
need another sports physical by April 1 of 2023, if they desire to
participate in spring sports. Please keep this in mind when scheduling
your child’s physical.

*A copy of your child’s immunization record may be required by the
health care provider.

*STUDENTS NOT IN COMPLIANCE WITH PHYSICAL AND

- Juniors will be taking the state mandated Scholastic Aptitude Test
(SAT) on April 13, 2022. Any senior that did not take the SAT in the
spring last year will be required to test.

- The state is once again funding the Preliminary Scholastic Aptitude
Test (PSAT) for 9th and 10th grade students. The PSAT will also be held
on April 13, 2022.

- Seniors have the option of a college visit or job shadow on testing day
if possible.

Students enrolled in AP classes will be taking the AP Exams in May.
